1700. Report from Mr Benson on West Devon Borough Council.                                 
Fresh interviews have been taking place for the second Executive Director to work alongside Sophie Hoskings who will become the head of paid services at West Devon Borough Council. This director will be Head of Strategy and Commissioning. Both will be working with the T18 operating model in our new structure. Both T18 and Our Plan West Devon’s new structure plan are progressing with workshops being held for members. 

Work has also been progressing at remodelling both Kilworthy Park and Follaton with the aim of allowing officers to operate differently and free up accommodation for letting out.  

1701. Report by Mr Lamb on Southern Links meeting to be held on 4th December.
Mr Lamb asked if there were any questions from this Council for Southern Links. There were none forthcoming.
