748. Financial Statements.

The Clerk sent the financial sheets to the Councillors. Cllr. Maycock proposed acceptance, 
seconded by Cllr. Hanson.

749. Footpath Problems.
The Clerk has spoken to Cllr. Chapman reference FP71 which she thought had a part 
closure notice on it. This path is the subject of a modification of the Definitive Map.

750. Review of work allocated to Jim Jeffries.
The following is a list of works to be allocated –

BERE ALSTON

· Railway Bridge at the bottom of Pentillie Road on the Weir Quay Road needs the area along the front of the bridge clearing and drain holes cleared.

· Woolacombe Cross heading towards Battens on the left hand side muddy and flooding needs investigation.

· Broad Park Road in the narrows just before Dungarven gully needs cleaning and pipe cleared.

· Grove Lane gully completely blocked needs digging out.

· Check gully just past Kingswell Farm.

· Check and clear any blockages in the drains at Denham Farm.

· Check drain on bend at Winsabear Lane and remove all gravel.

BERE FERRERS

· Investigate dip by Parsonage Farm as it floods.
· Investigate area by the Bere Ferrers Allotments as this floods.
· Hensbury Lane road drain blocked.
· Station Road just past ‘Greystone’ entering Bere Ferrers on the right hand side pipe needs rodding.
Add to Bere Alston drains on The Down which are blocked. Clerk to ascertain when the gully sucker is due in the parish.

Also drain outside Rose Cottage Tuckermarsh the drain cover needs lifting and clearing out. Mr. P. Mayston the owner of Rose Cottage has said once cover removed he will keep drain clear.

Council also needs to consider the leaf problem and how we keep drains and gullies clear.

Cllr. Maycock also brought up about the poor visibility at Quarry Corner exiting the Bere Ferrers Road to the left behind the Bere Alston sign, hedge needs cutting back at least 6”. The Clerk explained that the wooded area belongs to Forestry Commission and the next field is Mrs. C. Pipers which is being worked by Harold Stephens.

Cllr. Lamb to investigate the ownership of the wooded area.

751. Review of waste bins and reinforcing signage for Dog Waste.

The Clerk brought forward two signs one saying

a) Clean it up or face prosecution

b) Please place in the bin

A quote from Tavy Signs Ltd 24 x A4 digitally printed and laminated stickers = £40 +VAT.

Cllr. Lamb stated the first one could be used in the Recreation Field. He has seen some very 
appropriate signs on the Hoe in Plymouth very to the point. Cllr. Benson and Cllr. Maycock to 
investigate and take to Full Council.

(a) More investigations to be undertaken on obtaining litter bins.

Cllr. Benson suggested that a waste bin be purchased for the Dog Exercise Field this to be 
added to the bins Council empties. A cover to be obtained for the skip to prevent any further 
use, the Environment Committee will make a contribution to the cost of the bin.

(b) Cllr. Benson proposed that a litter bin be purchased for outside the School seconded by Cllr. 
Munn.

Clerk to contact the head mistress Kim Wild to obtain her agreement.

Cllr. Maycock intends to contact the team to see if any of them would like to join the Road 
Volunteers, he will also be contacting them nearer the winter to confirm the team.
