1288. Items of Urgent Business at the discretion of the Chairman

        the rest of the path. There have been alterations made to the quay which are causing problems with the 

        width and depth of the river.
1293. Environment Issues.

(a)  Mr Benson stated that the Clerk has obtained more sandbags and we still have 9/10 of a dumpy bag of sand left.
(b) Mr. Lamb informed members that the road at Weir Quay before The Jam Factory the water has diverted from the gully down the road and is eroding the road away. 

(c) Mr. Benson brought forward the possible impending problems with the Parish Lengthman. In view of Devon County Council’s financial constraints should we be looking into the future of a workman from this parish clearing drains and gullies etc.? Longer term we should be looking to identify where the problems are and what we can put in place to overcome them.

Discussions took place and it was agreed that the Clerk contact Mr. Doswell and find out more information. 
(d)  Mr Lamb felt that it was time to renew the Dog Fouling signs as they are getting tatty. Look for some more up to date ones.
1294. Correspondence.

1. W.D.B.C. The Clerk read an email from Dilys Lord who was forwarding an email from a parishioner “regarding a dog bin that is located near her property. School children wait here to get the bus and are moving this bin. Is there any-way it can be secured as she feels this could be dangerous”.
“On another matter (to give a complete picture), these children are also damaging her hedge so she wants to know if the bus stop can be moved. I have advised her to contact the school to talk to the children, which she did feel might make trouble for her, or contact the bus company to see about moving the stop”.
