692. Apologies.

Apologies were received from Cllr. Boot-Handford.
693. Items of interest at the discretion of the Chairman. No action can be taken on these 

        matters.
1) Cllr. Munn – Bere Ferrers Allotments, it has been suggested that allotments 1, 2 & 3 could be

  cleared and made into extra parking for the Club and to help clear the road of 

  campervans, as they tend to fill the road space up. At least 5 are parked from the  

  club down. Rent could be charged for the space yearly or monthly.

  The Clerk stated this would not be possible as the land belongs to Devon County   

  Council and we cannot sublet, and no doubt in the future the Club could try and  

  take over the land.

694. Matters Arising from the minutes of the 14th June and taken as read, to deal with 

        matters arising.

Matters Arising.

Minute 634(576) There is no sign on the tap directing people to the rain water tank at the store as 

                 an environmental supply. The Clerk to arrange for a sign to be put up.
Minute 578(b) The Clerk obtained one estimate for the roof, so far on meeting with the company at 
         the Pavilion it was confirmed that the rear roof is asbestos. Where the two roofs join there 
         has never been a proper seal which has allowed the water to go in on the front roof and 
         cause the timber to rot.

Main Flat Roof

To remove existing supply and fit an 18mm external plywood base, install a Bauder high performance built up felt roofing system, at a cost of £2,763 + vat

Asbestos Roof
Strip off existing asbestos and remove from site to licensed tip, check structure for defects, deck the roof with 6” x 1” treated timber planking forming openings to accommodate new rooflights. Install a Bauder high performance built up felt roofing system.

Supply and fit 5 in number 1200mm x 600mm double skin vented polycarbonate rooflights.
Supply and fit new white UPVC fascia including new guttering and downpipes, at a cost of £8,238 + vat this makes a total of £11,001. 
The Clerk is hoping to obtain more quotes.

Discussions took place; it was felt there is a need to involve the football club with regards possible fund raising. As a sum like this will be difficult to raise.
Minute 636(b) Rear door to Pavilion. The Clerk has asked James Reddecliff for a quote to remove

and replace door frame, fit new door with bolts top and bottom, also to remove rotten door frame leading into showers and make good wall for a cost of £440.

                        Discussions took place, as to whether this work should go ahead.

Cllr. Hanson proposed go ahead with this work, seconded by Cllr. Munn. A vote was taken, all were in favour.

695. Financial Statements.

The Clerk emailed the committee the statements, after discussions Cllr. Hanson proposed acceptance of the Recreation Statement, seconded by Cllr. Munn.

Cllr. Dennis proposed acceptance of the Cemetery statement, seconded by Cllr. Pengelly.

696. Report by Bere Alston Recreation Park Group.

Cllr. Pengelly stated that there is a meeting set for the 6th July to organise a brief to be sent to contractors for elements of the paly equipment.

The group are arranging a sports day in September.

697. To discuss content of Vulnerable Peoples Policy.

The Clerk circulated a policy brought forward by Cllr. Leithall who felt this was a starting point.

Discussions took place; Cllr. Dennis offered to let committee have a copy of Beregen’s Policy.

698. Night Landing for Air Ambulance.

This has come forward from Full Council when Toby Russel Devon Air Ambulance informed Council on the cost of required lighting and a time scale; this has also to be discussed by F&GP.

Cllr. Dennis felt we should try and obtain synopsis of how many land ambulances have been in the parish.

699. New Access Road at Cemetery.

The new access road on section E of the burial plots came about because of the workman having to drive over to pick up the trailers.

The Clerk looked at the area marked out by the workman and realised there should possibly be roads and paths she found the drawings for the Cemetery and there should be a road running from North to South and path crossing that running from East to West.
Discussions took place, it was felt that the better idea would be to run the road into centre of the area then make the path to the left into a road and make remainder of road into a path also with the path running to the right to be made into a road.

Clerk to obtain cost of laying road and paths.

700. Routine safety reports for the Parish Recreation and Play Parks.

Cllr. Hanson – Sarah Park - wire still broken near gate, also nylon worn off crawling rope. Cllr. 

Maycock suggested the workman look at turning it over as he has already done the

                       same to one of the others.



 The Down – posts still loose, matting under swing lifting trip hazard it looks as 
 though the matting has torn away from the bolt. One centre strut missing on one   

 toddler swing. 1 bar on seat rotted through.
Cllr. Munn – Playing Field in need of a lot of grass cutting. Cycle track completely covered in high

weeds and brambles. Fencing to play area looks to be okay and secure. Children’s play area all amusements in reasonable condition, again grass wants cutting. Top gate spring to pedestrian gate main entrance has come away from hard fastening. General wear and tear on the rubber seats to swings and see-saw.

701. Monthly Inspection of Allotments Bere Alston & Bere Ferrers.

Cllr. Maycock – new section plot 7 left middle and 9 left middle are not being used grass very high.
Cllr. Munn – Bere Ferrers – Plots 1, 2 & 3 are in a poor condition and not being worked.
Mr. Endean is working his plot. Mr. Willmott’s is a source of manure for everyone, the rest are coming on well.
