632. Apologies.
Apologies were received from Cllr. Pengelly due to a prior engagement.
633. Meeting with Will Westlake BAUFC over CASCA.
Cllr. Maycock explained that the Parish Council pays £1,200 on Council Tax a year on the Pavilion. As was explained if BAUFC join CASCA they can claim 100% of the Council Tax and we can effectively free this money to use on the Pavilion.
Will Westlake has no one to take responsibility to look into CASCA. There is a lot involved and he does not have time himself. When we get a new committee I hope someone will take it on. Mr. Westlake supports the idea but there are certain criteria that we need in place. Cllr. Maycock asked Mr. Westlake to feedback in a few weeks’ time to see if they have someone to take this on.

Minute 576(1) – the tap at the Cemetery has been mended and it is up and running.

Minute 578(b) – The clerk has contacted 3 roofing companies but with the good weather they have 


     been very busy. They hope to have them for next month.
Minute 582 – Routine inspection of play park. Sarah Park gate to be looked at by the contractor.
635.  Financial Statements.
The Clerk circulated the financial sheets for Recreation and Cemetery.
Cllr. Dennis proposed acceptance of the Recreation Finance sheet, seconded by Cllr. Hanson.
Cllr. Dennis proposed acceptance of the Cemetery Finance sheet, seconded by Cllr. Hanson.
636. Report on Inspection of the Pavilion.
Councillors met at the Pavilion with Will Westlake BAUFC.
a) Mr. Westlake pointed out various leaks in the roof which Council have in hand.
b) There is a rotting door frame on the entry to the showers but no door. Mr. Westlake felt that could be removed.
c) The back door is swollen and rotten, also the door frame. Cllr. Maycock asked if it was used. Mr. Westlake stated that the referee liked to use it. Look at a quote for a new door, bolts and frame.
d) Garage door, the front frame is rotten. Mr. Westlake has approached a carpenter for costs of repair; he would be prepared to undertake the work of new frame and new double wooden doors for approximately £300.
e) Away changing room rail outside on the slope down is rotten and needs replacing.
Mr. Westlake reported that the dog mess has improved over the last 12 months.
Cllr. Hanson proposed that the garage door work be undertaken, seconded by Cllr. Munn.
637. Request for a junction mirror at Bere Alston Allotments.
Cllr. Hanson has been approached by a parishioner pointing out the blind exit out of the allotments and the speed of the traffic on that road.
The Clerk contacted County who have turned down the suggestion of a mirror. The Clerk felt the hedge needs cutting back.
After discussions it was agreed the Clerk contact County Farms and ask their advice, also Mr. Victor Goff DCC.
638. Report by BARP (Bere Alston Recreation Park) Group.
Cllr. Leithall has prepared an amended agreement copy to Cllr. Maycock. Agenda item for next month.
639. Routine Safety Inspection Reports for the Parish Recreation and Play Parks.
Cllr. Hanson – Sarah Park - perimeter fence wire broken near gate. Crawling rope nylon cover 


   worn.
The Down Play Area- 3 posts and 3 cross members loose south side, 2 posts loose east side. Crawling rope Nylon worn.
Cllr. Munn – Bere Ferrers – the swings are in good condition, checked out thoroughly. Table still has lost tiles but still usable. Play equipment showing wear and tear but still very usable.
Full check on children’s play area. The gates are in working order. Zip wire looks to be in good running order. Previously, this month damage was done to the platform of the zip wire; the wood had been kicked out and thrown onto the ground with nails sticking upwards. Adrian Mitchell very kindly repaired this and all is good. All in all playing field is looking quite good. The bike track is still a weedy mess having walked around as much as possible on the track; it is in need of attention. A meeting will take place at the end of June beginning July.
The Hide is in need of a strim as its looking overgrown.
Waste bins regularly emptied.
The tennis court is in constant use and all looks to be in good condition. perimeter fence looks reasonable.
The Clerk reported that the one picnic table last reported as wobbly collapsed and was removed, we are now in need of replacing it.
Clerk has the following quote from Tavistock Woodlands:-

Cllr. Hanson proposed that we purchase a 4’ picnic bench at the cost of £210. 60 inc VAT, seconded by Cllr. Munn.
640. Monthly Inspection of Allotments Bere Alston and Bere Ferrers.
Cllr. Munn – Allotments Bere Ferrers are looking very productive. Apart from allotments 2 and 3, 
these are not showing signs of work in progress as yet. Not sure if no.1 has been rented yet. Clerk confirmed no.1 is still vacant.
Cllr. Maycock – Allotments at Bere Alston are productive. There was a problem with 3 of them but 

this has been resolved and 2 have been re-allocated.
The County Farms representative met Cllr. Maycock and the Clerk to discuss the allotments. There has not been a rent rise since 1996; he suggested that the rent go up from £600 to £700.
