Mr. Lamb informed all members of the public present that this was a Parish Council Planning 

Committee meeting not a public meeting but welcomed all present, he went on to outline the

application. Mr. Lamb invited Mr. Benson to speak on the Community Plan.  

Members of the Planning Committee were then asked to consider the application, the Clerk read excerpts from correspondence received by Council from parishioners. Mr. Lamb then invited members of the public present to add their comments.                                                     
COMMENTS Objection to the proposal for the following reasons; Council understands that there is a possible covenant on this field to the effect that only single storey (bungalow style) detached properties could be built. This covenant was invoked recently when the Bowling Club was built.
                        This is the highest point in the village and will be visible from a considerable distance. The West Devon Borough Council SHALAA shows that there are other sites available for the development in the village all of these are less conspicuous and nearer the village centre.
                       The application does not comply with NPPF clause 4 paragraph 37 minimize journey lengths, also SP14 Accessibility Planning Major developments should be located where it can maximise accessibility to services and public transport, also SP4 Infrastructure Provision
                       This site is located as far as possible from local amenities such as shops, school, railway station and the doctor’s surgery, also the road infrastructure is not safe due to the lack of pavements and excessive traffic flow of cars, buses, large delivery lorries and large farm vehicles.
                       NPPF Clause 4 paragraph 55 is sensitive to defining characteristics of the local area and 7 require good design.
                       This design is not at all in keeping with the area the height of the houses will have an overbearing impact on this the entrance to the village also the vernacular design is out of keeping with the surrounding area.
                       Council are not satisfied that the applicant has shown the need for affordable housing within the parish and their proposals are at variants with the  Bere Peninsula Housing Needs Report of January 2013.
                       Council would also dispute S.W.W statement that there is sufficient water pressure for the additional houses. Residents have pointed out there is frequently low pressure and they cannot use their showers. Letter to S.W.W. pointing out residents’ concerns over the water pressure.
                       The following is an extract from a letter dated May 2002 from Devon County Council Highways.
                       “Local Plan site H23A Woolacombe Road Bere Alston. With reference to the above site contained with the draft local plan, I have the following observations:-
1.   The site is poorly related to the village facilities being on the opposite side of the village to the  
  school.
2.   Continuous footway links are absent.
3.   It is likely that increased use of Woolacombe Cross junction which has poor geometry and   
  visibility could become a problem.
Concern regarding the Denham Bridge link has been and is continually being expressed. Although there are other routes into the village, this is the principal link to Plymouth.”
Devon County objected to the site inclusion. What has changed?
Originally after the enquiry in building 346 houses off Pentillie Road in 2004. The inspector recommended there be no further building in Bere Alston except infill in brown field sites.

Letter to Devon County Highways asking for a site visit with Council.

It was agreed that a more comprehensive report be made by Council possibly after the second 

consultation.
